Construction of Memorial Fieldhouse in the mid-1920s made it possible for the University to establish an
indoor track program. The massive structure, at the time the largest indoor fieldhouse in the nation, was
financed by donations from literally thousands of UM alumni in honor of the men who served their country
during World War One. The building provided space for all the events...dashes, middle distance and
longer races, jumps, pole vault, and weight throws that are a traditional part of the indoor track schedule
of events. The first indoor track team appeared in the winter of 1925-26. Prior to that year, the
University fielded a relay team (mile / two mile) and the results of their competitions may be found in the
section on Relay.

Also, during the early years of the indoor track program, a number of athletes earned a “combination”
varsity “M” in indoor track and relay. Names of those recipients also may be found in the section on
Relay.

Three of the most prominent figures in UM sports history are shown here. Track Coach Ed Styrna and Maurice Glinton, indoor track captain, accept the
1972 state championship trophy from Athletic Director Hal Westerman. Glinton was a multiple state, New England, and Yankee Conference champion in
the sprints and long jump while the coaching records of Styrna and Westerman are of legendary stature. Styrna, Glinton, and Westerman each were early
inductees into the University of Maine Sports Hall of Fame.

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MEMORIAL FIELDHOUSE

Hundreds of alumni and friends of the University pitched in to finance construction of Memorial Fieldhouse in the mid-1920s. When it opened in 1926, it
was the second largest building of its kind in the country. For the past 81 years, it has been home to the indoor track teams, as well as providing practice
space for teams in many other sports.

MAINE’S GREAT TWO MILE RELAY TEAM

A highlight of Maine’s indoor track successes between 1933 and 1935 was due in large part to the efforts of its two mile relay team. Members of the group,
shown with Coach Chester Jenkins, were, left to right, Joel Marsh, twins Ernest and Ken Black, and Bill Cole. Their performances included victories in the
famed Boston Athletic Association Games, and third place in the nationals. Individually, the four runners won many events during their days at Maine, not
only in indoor track, but in cross country and outdoor track. Ken Black was national 400 meter champion in 1935, setting a U.S. record in the event, and
Marsh established a BAA record in the 880 yard race.
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AMERICA EAST

Maine’s indoor track program was provided with a new championship event in the 1988-89 season with
the creation of the North Atlantic Conference (later renamed America East) Indoor Track Championships.
Boston and Northeastern Universities and the Universities of Maine, New Hampshire and Vermont were
charter members. Colgate U. became a member in 1989-90 but resigned after one year. The U of
Hartford became a member in 1990-91. The U. of Delaware and Drexel U. became members in the 1991-

92 season.

Drexel U. dropped indoor track in 1995-96. Towson U. became a member in 1997-98. The U. of Delaware
and Towson U. resigned in 2001-02. Stony Brook and Binghamton Universities became members in
2001-02. The U. of Vermont discontinued indoor track in the 2002-03 and 2003-04 seasons. Albany U.
became a member in 2002-03. The U. of Maryland at Baltimore County became a member in 2003-04.

Northeastern U. resigned following the 2004-05 season.
