Whitney Leeman gave one of the most brilliant performances
in the history of New England intercollegeiate swimming
when she won five events at the 1983-84 women’s
championship meet. In three seasons between 1981 and
1984, she won a total of nine titles, including the 100 yard
individual medley three times. Other events in which she
was the best in New England were the 50 and 200 yard
breaststroke, the 50, 100, and 200 yard backstroke, and the
200 yard individual medley.

HALL OF FAME

BETH CARONE — A CHAMPION PERFORMER

Maine had many outstanding women swimmers during the early
1980s and Beth Carone was one of the best. She was a four-time
individual New England champion (50 yard breaststroke twice, 100
and 200 yard individual medley) and four times was a member of a
New England championship relay team.
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AMERICA EAST

Creation of the North Atlantic Conference in the late 1980s, later re-named America East, gave Maine
swimmers a new conference championship to be vied for on an annual basis. Charter members were
Boston and Northeastern Universities and the Universities of Maine, New Hampshire and VVermont.

The U. of Delaware and Drexel U. joined in 1991 and Towson U. became a member in 1995. The U. of
Delaware and Drexel and Towson Universities resigned in 2001. Binghamton and Stony Brook
Universities became members in 2001. The U. of Maryland at Baltimore County became a member in
2003-04. Northeastern U. resigned following the 2003-04 season.

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COACHES

Members of Maine swimming teams have been
fortunate over the years to benefit from the coaching
skills of their coaches, including the trio shown here.
Jeff Wren (left) established the women’s swimming
program in 1973 and coached his 34th team in the
winter of 2006-07. He also took over as head coach of
the men’s team upon the retirement of Alan Switzer
(right) in 1990 which adds up to 51 teams he has
mentored during his UM career. His record includes six
New England titles and four second place finishes.
Rich Miller (center) served as diving coach for both the
men’s and women’s teams for the first 15 seasons of
UM swimming and is credited with developing many of
the top divers in UM history. Alan Switzer was hired by
Athletic Director Hal Westerman in 1972 to be director
of operations for the new Stanley Wallace Pool, as well
as coach of the men’s team. During his tenure Maine
won two New England titles, five Yankee Conference
championships and posted a dual meet record of 137
wins against only 62 losses (.689).
